1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

1.1 INTRODUCTION

Bhawabhuti Mahavidyalaya, governed by Bhawabhuti Shikshan Sanstha with its clear statement of vision and
mission, was established in the year 1969 in Amgaon, a tahsil place in Gondia district (M.S.). The place
Amgaon is on the railway route, just at a distance of 25 KM from Gondia, a well known railway station on
South-East region of railway. The college is also situated in beautiful surroundings of Hillocs. The region is at
the outskirts of two different states — Madhaya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh. The population of Amgaon village
(Tahsil Place) is approximately thirty thousands. College provides higher education in the rural and
educationally backward area. It is a grant-in-aid institution and provides the co-education facility to the
students. At present college is established in separate premises having an areamore than 10 acres and total built
up area of the college is 63,330 sg. feet and at present 974 students are enrolled in various streams. The entire
necessary infrastructure, such as class rooms, laboratories, library, sports, drinking water facility, girls
common room, lavatories, continuous tap water and solar power generation are provided. College is
permanently affiliated to Rashtrasant Tukadoji Mahargj Nagpur University Nagpur. The college has a large
playground available for outdoor sports and athletic events. Along with undergraduate courses (UG) in Arts,
Commerce and Science, post graduation courses (PG) in Arts (Marathi and Economic) and science (Botany and
Zoology) are run by the college. The college aso runs the Ph. D. Programme in Botany and Zoology. The
college library holds more than 30,000 books. The complete library is updated with cloud based software.
Various committees are in existence for smooth working of curricular, co-curricular and extracurricular
activities of the college. Most of the students either avail GOI scholarship or EBC facility and a few students
are fee paying. It clearly indicates that students are either from economically weaker section or having lower
learning competence. The steering committee prepared the Self Study Report of the institution. All the
members of management, CDC, faculty and supporting staff actively contributed in the preparation of SSR.

The college has a well-furnished Library. The institution used ILMS software - LIBMAN in the central
library from the academic year 2011-12 to the academic year 2020-21. The ILMS software - LIBMAN
was updated in the academic year 2021-22 and the whole central library was made fully cloud based. The
institutional library has a big reading hall, a well-managed stacking room, a reference section, and an e-
library. It is provided with an OPAC counter to search the books. Its functioning is managed with the
software LIBMAN.

The college is run in grant-in-aid basis, recognized under section 2(f) and 12(B) of UGC Act 1956 and
permanently affiliated to Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University. The appointments, service
rules procedure are complied with the norms laid down by Government of Maharashtra. Moreover, the
college is governed by the registered management named Bhawabhuti Shikshan Sanstha. The academic
and administrative activities of our college are managed and maintained smoothly sticking to a specific
operational structure by adopting the policy of decentralization and democratization.

EFFECTIVE WELFARE MEASURES

The Institution provides several welfare measures for teaching and non-teaching staff. V arious monetary,
non-monetary measures towards personal and professional growth are being followed to the satisfaction
of the employees. Some are briefed as below:

1. The college has a registered co-operative society for the financial well-being of teaching and non-
teaching staff bearing registration number ---. Main functions of the society are granting loans, accepting
fixed deposits and distributing dividend among the members. Almost all the teaching and non-teaching
staff are the members of the society who are eligible to obtain the loan instantaneously at the time of

their need. Also, emergency loan is readily available to the regular staff members.

2. Provisions of loans from Provident Fund as per the norms of the government are processed and
sanctioned to the staff ensuring the fulfillment of their needfulness.

3. The college provides advance loans without charging any interest to the staff, mainly non-teaching
staff, in cases of their necessity.

4. Group Insurance scheme is provided for teaching and non-teaching staff.

5. As per norms due care is taken for availing GPF and DCPS schemes.
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Moreover, the physical and mental well-being of the staff has been given Prime importance. Health
camps are being organized time to time with the help of specialized doctors and approaching staff.
Physical Education Department provides al sports and gymnasium facilities to the staff members for
their physical activities. The director of the physical education gives all possible guidance to the staff
during their work-out sessions. Y oga camps are also being organized.

Performance Appraisal System

The Faculty members who wish to apply for promotions Under CAS of UGC submit an application to
the Head of the Institution that he or she fulfills the qualifications under CAS and they submit the Self
Appraisal form in prescribed format. The proposals of eligible teachers are forwarded to the Joint
Director Nagpur office verified by 1QAC of the college. The faculty maintains record of teaching
delivery consisting of records of college work, research Projects and research publications to calculate
APl Scores. IQAC Coordinator verifies the data and submits the verification report to the Principal. The
assessment of performance of faculty members for the CAS promotion is based on indicators such as
being regular to class, clarifying doubts of the students within and outside the class, counseling and
mentoring of the students, personal development related to teaching and research activities such as
attending Orientation/Refresher/Methodol ogy Courses and MOOQOC's, organizing
seminars/conferences/workshops/paper presentation/chairing of session/carrying out research project and
publishing books and research papers in National and International Journals. The assessment of Non-

6.4 Financial M anagement and Resour ce M obilization
6.4.1

Institution has strategies for mobilization and optimal utilization of resources and funds from
various sour ces (gover nment/ nongover nment or ganizations) and it conducts financial audits
regularly (internal and external)

The major source of institutional receiptsisthe grant in aid received from the state government for salary
and non-salary expenditure of Grantable section. The college is also entitled to utilize some part of
student fees, as per rules, for meeting routine non-salary expenses. For self-financed courses the major
source of receipt is Students' Educational Fees and the deficit is managed by governing body. In the
beginning of each academic year the budget is approved and the expenses are done accordingly such as
procurement of laboratory equipments, chemicals, books, sport accessories, organization of cultural
events, seminars, workshops, renovation of class rooms and laboratories, repairing desk-benches,
microscope and other laboratory equipments. Some part of fund is used in procurement of electronic
appliances such as Air-conditioner, fans, bulbs, wires etc. All the vouchers, quotations, TDS bills and
purchase bills are passed by the Principal and The President/Secretary of the Local Management Body.

The Institution conducts internal and external audits regularly and maintains a record of all financia
transactions. The Internal Audit is done by the Chartered Accountant Mr. V. W. AMBEKAR & CO.
Nagpur, while the External Audit is done by the Joint Director of Higher Education Nagpur Region,
Nagpur, and finally approved by the Auditor General Office, Nagpur. The audit reports are submitted to
the Principal. All the Vouchers, TDS, bills, quotations, purchase orders and authorization of payments
are examined by both the auditors. Quotations are sought from vendors and the approval is taken from
the Principal and the President/Secretary of the Local Management Body. Both the internal and external
auditors check the payrolls, form 16, TDS deduction, documentation of tax proofs, etc. The audit of grant
and non grant accountsis aso done.

Note: The data mentioned in these practices below isfor the academic year 2021-22 for explaining
the implementation process of the practice

First Practice:

1.Title of the Practice: - Issuance of the (3rd ) Third additional / extra Borrower Ticket Card

(B.T. Card) to al admitted students.
1.0bjectives.-

1.To motivate the students for reading additional books other than the text books such as
reference books, books on competitive examination, sports, current affairs, etc. for their
overall development.

2.To induce habit of book reading among the students while taking the formal education.

3.To build self confidence and self esteem by exhaustive use of library facilities.

1.The Context: - The institution is situated in rura area and offers non professional programs.
Most of the students seeking admission in the college come from educationally poor and
economically deprived background. Just getting a degree is primarily the purpose of taking
admission in the college. For career development the admitted students look at the college as a
primary source that can open the doors for them in the world full of competition. The institutional
library servesthis purpose.

2.ThePractice: - Theingtitutional library has been continuing this practice since last several years.
The first two Red color B.T. cards are provided to all the admitted students to borrow the books
from the library related to their syllabus for formal study. Apart from these two cards, the 3rd
Green /Blue Color B.T. card is provided to each student which can be used to borrow the books
such as reference books, biographies, novels, books on sports, current affairs, competitive
examinations, etc. The Institutional Library provides one more 4th Red Color B.T. card to the
selected meritorious students who secure more than 75 % marks in the Winter University
Examination in first attempt.

3.Evidence of Success:
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Every academic year the number of students taking the advantage of this
facility is above 70% of the total admitted students. In the academic year 2021-2022 the total
admitted students were 1138. Out of these, 851 students took library membership. That means 05
students availed the facility of extra3 rd B T card for reading the books other than the text books.

4.Problems Encountered and Resour ces Required: One of the problems while practicing this
practice was that all the admitted students did not approach library to take its membership. The
other problem was the lack of interest among the students to borrow the books on the 3rd B T
Card. To overcome this problem it is necessary that the the parents should meet the concerned
teachers and the librarian and seek the information about the overall performance of their wards
on the college campus.

Second practice:
1.Title of the Practices: Felicitation of Meritorious Students.

1.0bjectives. To motivate the students to set and achieve a particular goal for academic
achievement. To build self-confidence, self-esteem and to make optimum use of library/e- library
facilities to achieve the goals.

2.TheContext: Theinstitution issituated in rural areaand offers non -professional programs. So to
create the interest for study among such students it is necessary to motivate them. Therefore the
institution started the practice of felicitating the meritorious students on the occasion of Republic
Day on the stage. The institution has been continuing this practice since last several years.

3.The Practice: On the occasion of Republic Day the institute felicitates the meritorious students
by giving them a certain cash prize at the hands of chief guest. If a student is unable to come to
the college to receive the award then hisher parents are allowed to receive the award. The various
cash prizes given to the meritorious students during the year 2020-21 are as follows —

o Cash prize of Rs. 500 /- from the institution to the students who secure 1st position in the
Final Year of UG (Arts, Commerce, and Science) and the Final Y ear of PG (Zoology and
Botany)

o Some cash prizes are given by the Teaching Staff members to the students securing 1st
position in the various subjects of First Year and Final Year of UG. Almost all the cash
prizes (excluding two prizes) are of Rs. 500/-.

o Two specia cash prizes, ( each of Rs 1000/-) one to the best and the other to the needy
students are given by the institution under Government of Maharashtra’'s Mission “ Jagar
Janivancha”

e A case prize of Rs. 1500/- to good sports person on the occasion of Birth Anniversary of Late
Shri Lakshmanrao Mankr Guruji, the founder of Bhawabhuti Shikshan Sanstha.
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There are certain other cash prizes for students for their notable performance in examination and sports.

1.Evidence of Success. The practice proved fruitful to create a healthy academic competition
among students in the college. The students present in the prize distribution function are
encouraged to work hard to secure distinguishing marks in the coming examinations. The
meritorious students feel greatly privileged when they are honored by the guestsin such a grand
function on the stage in the presence of large number of students. This practice has established a
healthy academic atmosphere among the students.

Keeping in view the vision and the mission of the institution, Competitive Examination Cell, Library
Department, Physical Education Department, NSS, Earn While Learn and Hobby Centre organize
various activities for the overall development of the students, that is, for intellectual, mental, physical,
creative ability and emotional development of the students. Through these various activities students
become capable to face the challenges and prepare themselves for the placement or getting the job.
Similarly, some of these activities open the door of self-employment for the students.

1.Competitive Examination Cell (Student’s Guidance Centre, Career Counseling Cell and Career
Katta) provides quite useful information to the students of the college regarding competitive
examinations. Similarly, the information in light of availability of various books in different
subjectsis also provided to the students. MOC test is organized by the Cell for the students of all
classes. Thistest helpsthe students to prepare themselves before appearing in various competitive
examinations such as MPSC, UPSC, IIT, JAM etc.

2.The ingtitution has a well equipped central library with the facility of separate reading hall,
stacking room, reference section and e-library. The reading hall in the library provides the sitting
capacity of 60 students at a time. In order to develop a good habit of wide reading in college
students, the library department provides one extra, that is, 3rd Borrower Ticket card (Green BT
card). On this BT card the students get books, other than the text book, from the library for their
extra reading. These books help the students to prepare themselves for various competitive
examinations.

3.The institution has a E-library library loaded with programmes like consortia, NDL (National
Digital Library), etc. It provides opportunity to college students to refer/read book</articles in
online mode and thus to update their knowledge. A special facility is provided to the students by
e-library. And thisfacility isthe free internet excess available to the students for utilization of e-
books, e-journa by employing e-resources like N-list, NDL (Nationa Digital Library), etc. and
many more.

4.The institution has a huge ground for the organization and practice of outdoor games and sports.
Physical Education Department tries its level best to help the students for their physica
development. It provides various equipments required in various games and sports. All necessary
facilities are made available to students for indoor as well as outdoor sport activities. Useful
coaching is given to students about indoor sports events like table-tennis, chess, badminton, etc.
Students are motivated to participate actively in outdoor sports such as cricket, long jump, pole
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vault, shot-put, running and many more. Apart from this, college organizes physical training
programmes for regular as well as ex-students of the college free of cost. This training prepares
the students to qualify the physical test for the entry in police and military services. Apart from
college students (including ex students) the college ground is used by the other institutions and
the government authorities for the organization of various games/sports. On this college ground
Tehs| level (interschool), district level and state level tournaments of various games/sports such
as cricket, kho-khko, kabaddi, athletics, etc are organized by various institutions and government
authorities.

The ingtitution provides a huge indoor sports hall for the organization and practice of various
indoor sports /games such as chess, badminton, table-tennis, taekwondo, etc. Sometimes this hall is
used for the organization of some cultural activity or some informative or awareness programme.

The ground and premise of the college is used on every Sunday by a spiritual community
(Radhaswami) for the organization of Spiritual Meet (Satsang) for the devotees of this community
where a spiritual addressis delivered to the devotees.

College has awell equipped ‘ Gymkhana' with all necessary facilities/equipments for the use of
regular and ex-students and the needy local aspirant. It is observed that the sports and gym facilities
available in the college are extensively used by several beneficiaries.

5. National Service Scheme (NSS) is one of the prominent units in the institution. The college has
Two Units of NSS. Each Unit consists of 125 students. Various social awareness programmes are
organized by the NSS Units through regular aswell as 7 Days Special Camp activities. Through these
activities the students learn the lesson of social responsibilities.

6. College runs “Earn While Learn” activity so as to make the students self- dependent while taking
the formal education in the college. The concerned committee provides some work that is to be done
inside the college premise to the students of economically deprived category. The work which is given
to the students includes electrical repairing, furniture repairing, painting, etc. The type of work which is
allotted to the students depends on the liking and capacity of the students. Remuneration against such
worksis paid to the students by the institution.

7. College has a Hobby Centre/Workshop to take care of different hobbies of the tudents. Several
activities are organized by hobby workshop throughout the academic session. This centre organizes
various training programmes for the students. It includes the training of beauty parlor, dish preparation,
hair styles, costume wearing styles, mehendi design, rangoli drawing etc. These training pave the way of
self-employment for the students, especially the girl students.

As per the recommendations of the peer team of 1st cycle accreditation the institution
provided awell built up infrastructure with upgraded laboratories, a spacious library with separate reading hall
and e-library, and so many other facilities to the students. And then in 2nd cycle the institution was awarded
with ‘A’ grade by NAAC in 2016. Thisis the only institution among the numbers of institutions situated in the
rural areas of Gondia district which provides numbers of programmes at UG and PG levels as well as Ph. D.
programme in Botany and Zoology.The other thing which is tobe highlighted here is that out of total admitted
students 70% are girl students. Thus college fulfills the need of rural girl students who cannot go far away from
their places for the higher education. Even in COVID-19 Pandemic the institution did not deprive the students
from teaching-learning experience. During this period the institution adopted online mode for teaching-learning
process. The ingtitution conducts various curricular, co-curricular, and extra-curricular activities to provide
ample opportunities to the students to exhibit their hidden talents and thus molding their personality in aright
way for their all-round development. Various social outreach programmes have been conducted by NSS Units
of the ingtitution. Many NSS students have been awarded for their notable performance in various University
Level NSS Camps.
